Aims of #workitout Empowering Young People funded by Big Lottery Programme 
First Housing work with Young people who have complex needs see below including homelessness which clearly need to be addressed prior to them being in the right place to engage in employment education and training. 

· Homelessness.

· Vulnerability  

· Isolation Estrangement from Family 

· Problems Managing tenancies 

· Problems Managing Finances
· Little in way of family support 

· Poor Life skills 
· Addiction 
· Traumatic past life circumstances 
· Poor physical and mental health  

All these problems will be addressed by their Key worker within Supported accommodation or within Floating Support Services who are part of First Housing but work within the community.  The Lottery has given us funding to help 25 young people whom First Housing works with address barriers to education employment and training on an annual basis.   Persons appointed will work closely with Key workers within accommodation and build links to other partners in the community based on the needs identified.  The identification of needs will be done by completion of a needs assessment done in conjunction with the young person.  
First Housing will work in Partnership with and have strong links to Business in the Community Employment engagement officer also funded by the Lottery as part of the Programme.  The Employment Engagement Officer will support the young person on their journey to education training and employment.  They will work to deliver options in relation to confidence building preparing CVs having the right attitude to work, mentoring and volunteer opportunities and guaranteed interviews with a buddy system.  Currently we do have employers on Board committed to the Programme.  

An ethos of Partnership working is required to deliver on positive outcomes for young people.

Outcomes for the programme are as follows 

Outcome 1 

Young People their support network and communities are involved In the Planning and delivery of the Project 

Outcome 2 

Young People are more ready for education training and employment 

Outcome 3 

Young People have improved mental health well-being and confidence
